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|dentity of Nursing (Part 7). Concise Table of
Questionnaires to Measuring Students’ Perception of Nursing

<Abstract>

It is an important assignment for the Japanese student nurses to establish a nursing identity. Students
can be stimulated by a fertile source of ideas and be encouraged in the clinical field to accomplish their
duties after graduation with a clear nursing identity.

We previously showed the difference in estimation of 152 key words in five categories, endowments,
personal behavior, social life, nursing techniques and nursing ethics concerning nursing identity between
students and nurses.

We show here a concise questionnaire table to measure students’ perception of the nursing identity
based on the point of each keyword according to the nurse’ estimation. In the questionnaire, forty-seven
out of 91 keywords in 5 categories must be selected by a student and will be scored with each point
allotted to each key word. The calculated highest point was 168.43, the lowest was 82.02, respectively.
So, the points obtained by individuals will be between these numbers. This questionnaire has the potential
to measure the perceptions of the nursing identity among both nurses and student nurses.
